CONVERGE was off a step slow, raced unhurried early, saved ground through the second turn, angled out nearing the quarter, angled back inside nearing
the sixteenth pole, reached the fore and edged away. GIANT RUN stalked the pace of AMERICAN PHANTOM while racing three-wide, moved up to take a
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slight advantage nearing the quarter and gave way grudgingly to the winner late. OUSBY was bumped at the start, settled off the leaders from the inside,
waited for racing room nearing the quarter, slipped through in mid-stretch and finished willingly late. J R 'S HOLIDAY showed no early speed, saved ground
through the second turn, remained inside for the drive and finished with good late energy. GIMLET was allowed to settle early, moved three-wide through
the second turn and finished with a late rally. SCHOLAR ATHLETE was reserved just off the leaders early, moved four-wide through the second turn,
offered a bid nearing the quarter and gave way in the drive. SPACE MOUNTAIN was bumped at the start, lacked early speed, raced four-wide through the
second turn, angled out further into the lane and finished with some late run. KISMET'S HEELS lacked early foot, raced three-wide through the second turn,
angled out further in mid-stretch and finished with a belated bid. DON'T BE SO SALTY was forwardly placed early, moved five-wide through the second turn
and failed to gain in the drive. CAVE JOHNSON raced off the pacesetters from between foes, moved four-wide through the second turn and failed to rally.
URBAN BOURBON raced off the leaders early, moved five-wide through the second turn and was not a factor. FRONTIER RANGER lacked early foot,
raced three-wide through the second turn and did not offer a bid. AMERICAN PHANTOM sprinted clear at once, saved ground while setting the pace and

weakened after going six furlongs.
