ILLUMINANT stalked the pace a bit off the rail, came out leaving the hill and three deep into the stretch, gained the lead in upper stretch, inched away in
midstretch and held gamely under urging. PRIZE EXHIBIT (GB) chased off the rail then a bit off the fence, came three wide into the stretch and edged a
rival for the place. MISS DOUBLE D'ORO settled off the rail then inside on the hill, came out in upper stretch and finished with interest. HILLHOUSE HIGH
stalked outside a rival then inside leaving the hill, came out into the stretch, was between foes in midstretch and was outfinished. PAQUITA COQUETA
(CHI) dueled three deep then outside a rival, was between horses into the stretch and weakened in the final furlong. KERA KERA had good early speed and
dueled between horses then inside on the hill and into the stretch and weakened. CADET RONI went up inside to press the pace then came off the rail to
stalk the leaders, came out leaving the hill and four wide into the stretch and had little left for the drive. Rail on hill at 14 feet.
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
