ANCHOR DOWN off to an alert beginning, maintained the advantage, got guided over to the inside, set the first two fractons being attended by STORMIN
MONARCHO began to edge away from the closest pursuers as three-quarters was being reached, was allowed to settle in before switched over to stronger
handling, drifted out a couple of paths, primarily while loosely reined from the furlong grounds until nearing the sixeenth pole, was successfully
maneunvered back to the inside route after being flashed the whip from the right as to more urgent hand encouragement, added to the winning margin,
under a brisk hand ride crossing the finish line. SAMRAAT tracked the winner from the pocket, was set down angling about three wide into the stretch,failed
to dent into the defict during the next eighth, moved back towards the rail in the late stages and continued onward in a willing manner to secure second.
MYLUTE quickly tucked along the rail and remained along it to the end of the backstretch, got roused working his way into the four path travelling around
the turn, continued to swing outward entering the strech until six wide with a furlong remaining, lacked the needed late response and had to settle for the
show. RED VINE raced from off inside throughout, was let out a notch being sent three wide spinning onto the turn, swung five wide into the lane, had no
rally. STORMIN MONARCHO stalked the winner from the two path for six furlongs and gave way. MATTERHORN sluggish early, was three wide at the top
of the turn, drifted seven wide into the lane with no offering.
